24F monoclonal antibody at a total protein concentration of 1
mg/mL. 22/282 is a murine IgG1 kappa antibody produced from
hybridoma. The hybridoma was produced using a purified Pn24F
specific polysaccharide conjugate for the immunisation of mice.
The antibody is in Phosphate Buffer pH 7.4.
