Vials have a screw cap; an internal stopper may also be present. The
cap should be removed by turning anti-clockwise. Care should be
taken to prevent loss of the contents. Please note: If a stopper is
present on removal of the cap, the stopper should remain in the vial or
be removed with the cap.

7. USE OF MATERIAL

The material can be diluted 1:100. However where possible the user
should determine the working dilution depending on the requirements of
the DU Ag ELISA.

8. STABILITY
Reference materials are held at NIBSC within assured, temperature-

controlled storage facilities. Reference Materials should be stored on
receipt as indicated on the label.
